Ripping
guitars, dual lead vocalists, steroid-
driven B3, handsome horns and fat
pocket groove - Rusty Wright Blues
has got it all.

Wright's introduction to professional
musicianship came at age 13 when
he climbed aboard a tour bus and
became the guitarist for a successful
Southern Gospel recording act led by
his mother. His diverse career as an
in-demand touring guitarist, front man
and composer has taken him to most
points in the US and across Europe.

Fronting the band with Wright is his
wife, rhythm guitarist/vocalist Laurie
LaCross-Wright, a compelling singer
with a vivid and expressive vocal style
that stretches with ease from a
breathy, crooned endearment into a

throaty affirmation of her ability to
wail.

Touching people's emotions through
a song is a rare ability, but this
woman has the knack - often making
the most stoic man in the room wipe
at his eyes with her Bluesy rendition
of "Summertime".

The chemistry between Wright and
his wife is both obvious and refreshing
as they exchange playful banter on-
stage and share anecdotes about the
songs and their lives with the audi-
